Hammond and Tim Rose
Draft copies of the July 11, 2011 minutes had been deliverd to the Trustees in advance of the meeting.  Ishmael moved and Meeker seconded that the minutes be accepted as delivered.  The file copy was signed by all members of the Board and made available to the visitors present for inspection.  Roll Call; Ishmael yes, Harbage yes and Meeker yes
Fiscal Officer Beachy presented the July 31, 2011  “Richwood Bank Reconciliation and Fund Balances” report that the Trustees reviewed and approved with their signatures.  Ishmael asked if there was a bank balance to cover the presented checks, to which Fiscal Officer Beachy responded “yes”.  Purchase orders and checks were signed.

Administration:

Tim Rose addressed the Board and asked if there will be any additional tree/road work needed for this fall.  Ishmael said that it may have to wait until next year when we can budget for the remainder of the work.  Ishmael asked if Mr. Rose could come up with a list of jobs to complete so the Board could discuss it at their budget meeting in December.  Harbage thanked Mr. Rose for his work completed at the Cemetery.  Tim Rose said that George Roby hit the phone box again in front of his property.  The phone co. is suppose to come out and replace the box.

The following items were discussed:

  

Health & Safety:
 Meeker said that he contacted Mary Ann Webb at the Health Dept. and everything is going well.  The only changes are a $20,000 reduction in the Grant for low income septic systems.
Zoning:
Mr. Rose asked if any progress had been made regarding the Hayden Run Rd. home, owned by the Fagans.  Ishmael said that it would be Sept. before he would hear anything from the Auditor.

Boyd Harbage is zoning 2 lots from a larger parcel on Middle Pike.  The Trustees have no objection to this.  The Mahoney property in Amity has not changed.  The property owner will have to pay $100/day after 90 days if the property is not cleaned up.  Harbage said that the Winn property on Rt 42 has not installed the cement barrier at the Rt 42 entrance that he was required to.  Harbage did say that there are 2 signs that state no exit onto Rt 42 and exit onto Price Hilliard.  Mr. Pronai will contact Mr. Winn’s attorney regarding this matter.

Fire:
Meeker reported nothing new on fire truck, still to be delivered in October.  The Board passed 3 resolutions.  The fire dept. had a new light bar installed on the truck for $1400.00.  The fire dept. received a new EMS grant for $4500.00 for training.
Roads:           
Meeker reported that the guys are finishing up the 3rd cutting on the West side of the Township.  Meeker had to purchase and replace a new safety light for the JD tractor.  Not sure where they lost it.  Harbage questioned why Ronnie Roberts was still working since we said he had resigned last month.  Roberts only worked 2 days in July and now has another full time job.  They agreed to let him keep a key since he may plow snow this winter.  Hammond has been mowing in the AM and Roby mows in the PM.  Meeker asked Hammond if he could go to Glenview Dr. with the blower and blow off gravel from the roads.  Fiscal Officer Beachy said there was a bad accident at the corner of Amity Pike and PC Georgesville Rd.  Is it possible to get a sign or have the neighbors trim back plants.  Meeker said he will contact Levin to see if an upcoming intersection sign could be placed before Amity Pike going north since there is a dip in the road.
Cemetery:
Randy Cottrill, professional surveyor, presented his drawings to the Trustees and guests.  Frank Roby and Pete Hammond were in attendance to represent the Big Darby Church.  Mr. Steve Pronai was present as the Township’s legal council.  Ishmael said that Mr. Osborne was unable to attend the meeting today.  Mr. Cottrill explained his drawings and the history of the drawings for the Church and the Cemetery.  He thanked Chuck Reed, Madison Co. Recorder, for all his help in gathering information regarding this project.  Mr. Cottrill explained that there are 2 deeds recorded for the Church and he can create a 3rd deed to complete the property for the Church for $750.00.  Mr. Cottrill also mentioned that a document should be drafted to allow the Township

to use the Church parking lot to enter the Cemetery.  Mr. Cottrill will complete the 
survey for the Cemetery and the new addition land for the Township.  After 
explanations and discussion, the Trustees agreed to proceed with the survey and land 
purchase.  Meeker moved and Harbage seconded agreed to pay the $750.00 for the deed 
for the Big Darby Church in exchange for the right of way for the easement to the 
Cemetery.  Roll call; Ishmael yes, 
Harbage yes and Meeker yes.


Mr. Pronai will draw up a contract for Mr. Osborne and his sister and the Trustees to 
sign for the purchase of the additional Cemetery land.  Ishmael asked when to expect 
this to be completed so he could let Mr. Osborne know.  Pronai said that he should have 
it ready by next week and it could be signed since we have passed a resolution at our 
meeting to approve this purchase.



Hammond said that he calls John Lewis each week to see if he wants to work or not.  
The Cemetery is looking good, getting lots of nice comments.


Harbage said that 2 lots were split from Herman Hammond to family, John & Amy 
Hammond and Bill Hammond.  Harbage has not checked on the posts & chains for the 
Cemetery circle.  Harbage said that Elton Yutzy, Maranatha Church,  had contacted him 
to purchase 10 lots.  The Trustees agreed that we would prefer to sell lots as needed or 
we need to know 
who is going to own the lots in order to complete the Cemetery deeds 
properly.  Harbage will pass this information onto Maranatha Church and Elton Yutzy.  
Hammond said that he purchased new flags for the Cemetery at Yoder’s Hardware.  



The Trustees agreed on the final draft of the Cemetery Regulations, and Harbage will 
contact PC Specialists on printing a booklet.


Building:
Ishmael said there is bird’s nest in the building vent.  Ishmael asked if someone can 


clean the light in the foyer.  Ishmael said he was cleaning the mold off the Township 


road sign and a letter came off.  We need to look into fixing or replacing the sign in the 


future.  Meeker said the light is out under the flag.  Ishmael reminded the guys that the 


IH Truck needs painted by October.  Ishmael said that Teri Butterfield, our cleaning 


person, is very particular to our benefit.  She is having a hard time cleaning the floor in 


the shop bathroom.  It has been painted and needs to be stripped and place a different 


flooring in the bathroom.  Meeker said that Yutzy Brothers was out to look at the water 


softner.  They said that the softner was set on 2100 gallons and that is the reason it has 


not cycled.
Misc:
The Trustees agreed to change the September meeting to Tues., Sept. 6th at 7:00pm due to the 1st Monday falling on Labor Day.  Fiscal Officer Beachy will contact The Madison Press and The Madison Messenger.  
Ishmael  moved that the meeting be adjourned and Harbage seconded.   Roll Call; Ishmael yes, Harbage 
yes and Meeker yes
