The following items were discussed:

Health & Safety:   Meeker said there was an aeration problem that was fixed on a property on MV High Rd. 

Zoning:
Ishmael has talked with Dave Hughes concerning Randy Mahoney’s property in Amity.  Ishmael has also talked with Steve Pronai about the concerns with this property.  The church in Amity was demolished this week.  Trustees are unsure if the church will rebuilt or not.  The foundation across the street from the church is going to be filled in due to the cracks in its foundation.  Harbage said that Elton Yutzy contacted him concerning his desire to sell a lot to his son.  Harbage suggested Mr. Yutzy contact Dave Hughes concerning this matter since the lot has no road frontage.

Fire:
Meeker said that the Fire Dept hired a woman to help Toni Stevens work on the Record Retention at the Fire Dept.  The Board passed a Resolution regarding Red Flag Rules about Identity Theft.  An update on the visit to see the EMS Truck will be coming soon and the Fire Dept. will be in touch.

 

Roads:           
Meeker said that due to the rain early in June, the Township is behind on mowing.  Meeker thanked Harbage for letting the Township use Pete Hammond to help mow the roads.  Meeker drove the roads recently and our roads look much better than some other Townships.  Ishmael also drove the roads and wondered why Kilbury Huber near Rt 42 looked a little rough.  Meeker said that was the last section to be mowed.  Ishmael also said there is still a large hole located on Kilbury Rd. by the Nelson Beachy property.  He would like to contact Levin @ the Madison Co. Engineer’s office to follow up.  Harbage said that there are several large cracks on Lucas Pike.  Ishmael said that Amity Pike still needs berming near Rt 42 on the curve.  Meeker said we have had plenty of problems with the mowers.  Gingway has been able to take care of all of the repairs.  The County is supposed to be receiving monies to fix some of the guardrails in the County.  Ishmael asked Meeker if he has checked to see if we have signs noting where the Township starts/ends.  Meeker said he would look into this.  



Cemetery:
Harbage said that Bob Graber exhumed the Newman grave and moved the Newman casket over 2 spaces.  No severe issues except some water in the graves.  Pete Hammond leveled out the dirt.  Mrs. Rowse called Harbage and wants to put a large monument on the grave by July 10th.  Harbage said that we need to be careful due to the loose dirt.  Ferguson Funeral Home called Harbage and said that there will be a burial on the Lowery grave on Sat. July 10th.  Harbage said that he is pleased with the job that Pete Hammond and John Lewis are doing at the Cemetery.  Flags were put up for the 4th of July.  Pete Hammond cleaned up around the flagpole and sprayed the weeds.  Harbage said that Pete Hammond likes using the new roto tiller; it is great for leveling graves.  Harbage said that the Wilson grave is leaning slightly (about 10 degrees).  We should watch this.  Harbage said there is a broken monument that he has called Helen Wildermuth with Stonehuggers about.  He will also mention the Wilson grave to her as well.  Ishmael said that he would like to discuss the use of Pete Hammond.  Meeker said that sharing workers is OK as long as it doesn’t take away from the area they are assigned to.  Harbage said that Hammond should not work longer than a 6-8 hr shift.  Harbage said that during the spring, the Cemetery is the busiest but other times of the year are OK.  Ishmael said that it doesn’t matter as long as everyone is on the “same page”.  
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Cemetery cont:
Harbage has some concerns with the Cemetery.  He said that a tree stump needs to be removed.  Check with Pete Hammond to see if we should rent a stump removal tool.  Harbage said that there are some dead branches and cedar bushes with broken branches.  Ishmael suggested calling Tim Rose who is a Township resident and has been to several meetings.  Harbage said the Cemetery driveway does not need sealed this year.

Building:
The new security day/night cameras are installed.  They sent the wrong monitor so the correct monitor will be installed in about a week.  The Trustees agreed to hold the check until the job is finished.  Ishmael asked if there is any insurance credit for the new cameras.  F.O. Beachy will check.  Meeker said that he started watering the trees, flowers and rose bushes.  He also trimmed the bushes today.  Ishmael suggested they fertilize the trees this fall.  Meeker said that Chic Foust with Foust Plumbing came out to check the water softener and fixed the leak in the men’s restroom.  Ishmael asked about an update on the Township keys.  He would like to get any keys from people who haven’t worked in the last 6 months.  F.O. Beachy gave the current list to Meeker.  Meeker & Ishmael still want Eli Gingerich to seal the parking lot but would rather wait until the mowing is caught up.  



Misc:
Harbage will not be attending the OTA Summer One Day Session in Wilmington, Ohio due to a personal conflict.  Fiscal Officer Beachy reminded the Trustees that she has a Worker’s Compensation audit on Thursday, July 8th @ 1pm at the Township building.  The Trustees agreed to start gathering prices and information for a possible new speed mower in the future.
