Fiscal Officer Beachy gave Ishmael the letter to sign for the 2011 mowing with the County.  Beachy also showed the Trustees a letter from the Bureau of Workers Comp regarding Dorothy Headings.  The Trustees agreed that this will not impact the Township.

The following items were discussed:

  

Health & Safety:
 Mary Ann Webb came to the meeting today to ask the Township about getting a few extra dollars.  The County dental program is in need of more funding.  Alexis Comer presented information on the Dental program to the Board.  After discussion with the Trustees, the Trustees determined that $5000-7000 is the annual amount needed to help fund the program.  Ishmael suggested that Ms. Comer & Ms. Webb attend the County Township Assn. meeting next Monday and discuss this issue with all the Townships in Madision Co.
Zoning:
Ishmael said that a certified letter was sent to the Fagans on Hayden Run Rd but have not received a reponse.  Steve Pronai said he will wait on any judicial action until the County receives a response.  Ishmael said that the PC Georgesville Rd near Lucas property owners have contacted the Madison County Zoning and has agreed to stop construction until proper paperwork is completed and approved.  The Mahoney property is on hold due to a pending bankruptcy.  Harbage has talked to Steve Pronai regarding the Winn property but has not heard back anything new.
Fire:
The Board passed several resolutions.  They hired a parttime assistance to work 15-16 hrs per week to help Toni Stevens with payroll and other Fire Dept issues.  No new news on the Fire Engine.
Roads:           
Meeker said that we are almost done mowing for this year.  Don Whitmer called Meeker and said that beer containers were thrown out at Hayden Run & Carters Mill Rd. that Meeker  went to clean up.  Meeker drove the Township roads to check on any berming needs.
Cemetery:
Harbage said that they purchased flags for the Cemetery for Veteran’s Day.  Harbage said that Pete Hammond is on vacation so we can mail his paycheck.   Harbage said that there is another burial on Weds.  Eli Gingerich asked John Lewis to check on the mulch and to put up the flags.  Harbage said that he would like to talk to Bob Graber to make sure he is still interested in O&C the graves for the Township in 2012.  Ishmael suggested the Township put together a back up list in case Mr. Graber is unavailable.  Ishmael asked if Eli Gingerich would put up a tall wood post to mark the corner of the Cemetery lot in the field.  The Trustees discussed how to manage the new acreage; whether to rent it or to seed it.  They will decide this at a later date.  Ishmael said that he contacted Gingway regarding the posts and chains around the Cemetery circle and they quoted a price of $650.00.  Harbage moved and Ishmael seconded that we purchase posts and chains from Gingway for no more than $700.00 for the Cemetery circle.  Roll Call:  Ishmael yes, Harbage yes and Meeker yes.  Harbage brought the new metal detector for the Cemetery that the Township purchased from Grainger.  Harbage said that we cannot let it freeze so he made a spot on the wall in the Township shop next to the weedeaters to hang it. 
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              Cemetery:
Ishmael suggested getting gator blades for the Cemetery mower to better mulch up the 
leaves.




Building:
Fiscal Officer Beachy gave the Trustees the propane quote from Valley Nat’l Gas.  


The Trustees agreed to check with some other vendors regarding a propane quote for 


the Townshipat next month’s meeting.  Ishmael proposed purchasing our own tank so 


there is no interruption.  Ishmael said that radio #3 will be converted to a mobile unit.  


The Trustees discussed the re-doing of the shop bathroom floor so it is easier to clean.  


Meeker said that Noah Miller is working on the shop heater to see what may be wrong 


with it.
Meeker asked if the door openers should be moved and Harbage and Ishmael 


said that they felt it was too expensive to move the openers.  Ishmael said that he 


received 2 quotes for the Township sign from $10000-20000.  They agreed to table to 


the December meeting.
