SMOKE AND CARBON MONOXIDE DETECTORS: 
 
Remember to keep fresh batteries in your smoke & carbon monoxide detectors. 
This is a small price to pay for you and your families’ safety.  
 
OPEN BURNING: 
 
If you plan on any open burning, remember to contact the fire department at 879-8265.  
They will help you stay in compliance of EPA regulations and give you added safety 
suggestions. 
 
A few basic safety precautions are as follows: 
 
Never burn on days that it is windy 
 
Clear the area around the burn pile at least a ten foot radius. 
 
Locate the burn pile at least 200 feet from a wooded area or fields and 1000 feet from 
buildings. 
 
Burn only in daylight hours 
 
Never leave a fire unattended. 
 
Keep a bucket of water or a garden hose nearby
